The Henschke Collection

The Henschke family is one of the longest-established wine names in the Barossa. Johann Christian Henschke purchased land
for a farm at Keyneton in 1861, after fleeing religious persecution in Kutschlau, Silesia (Germany). He planted a small
vineyard and an orchard, and after initially making wine for family consumption produced his first commercial vintage in

1868, believed to be principally Riesling and Shiraz. From then on the family have proved to be amongst the best in

Australia.
